1.2 Introduction to Englefeld

Englefeld is located on Highway #5, 140 Km (90 miles) east of Saskatoon and 210 Km (120 miles) north of Regina. The Village is in the heart of the sure crop district and a part of the industrial area unofficially known as the Iron Triangle.  

With the vision of a few local people, three manufacturing plants, Schulte Industries Ltd., Koenders Windmills Inc. and Koenders Mfg 1997 Ltd. are now in operation and employ many residents and people from the surrounding area.
As a result of business expansions and population growth we have seen new home construction in the new subdivision on the east side of the village, which is a display of confidence in the community and business sector.
We are a growing community with a current population of 245.  We are proud of our great community spirit, which was evident when more than 100 volunteers arrived to assist in the preparation of the building when the school reopened in 1998 after being closed for one year.  Residents have been joining forces for 34 years to make the annual Hogfest one of the most entertaining annual celebrations in the province, where crowds have numbered as high as 1470.  Since 1988, Englefeld has staged its own 'mini-Telemiracle' coinciding with the provincial Kinsmen Telemiracle held each March. With the help of some of the surrounding communities we have raised as high as $26,000 in one day to present to the provincial Telemiracle, another example of Englefeld spirit. 
With this kind of spirit in the community and growth in our industrial and residential     sectors, the Village Council looks toward the future with great optimism.  Englefeld’s uniqueness makes it “the place to be”.
1.3 History

The Village of Englefeld is situated on the SE ¼ of Section 9, Township 37, Range 19, west of the second meridian. It is said that the place was first referred to as Clear Fox.  Englefeld is a German name meaning “Angels’ Field”. This name was chosen to honor Abbot Peter Engele of St. John’s Abbey in Collegeville, Minnesota who aided the Canadian Benedictines so much in pioneer days. In the summer of 1903 a group of men with their guide, Peter Bridge, came to look over this area for its possibilities as a place of settlement. The area had been recommended to them by the Immigration Office in St. Paul, Minnesota. 
The first mass in the Englefeld district was read by Father Peter on August 2, 1903 in a tent.  A log church was completed in July 1905. Seven years later it was replaced by a larger church that served the community until the present church was built in 1980.
In the fall of 1904 the first railroad track lines were laid and service to Englefeld was available in January 1905. With the coming of the railway, elevators were built in the hamlet and settlers started to arrive.  Within the next few years a general store, post office, lumber yard and livery barn were constructed.  In 1909 the Englefeld Hotel was built and became the social centre for the area.  The building has been renovated several times and has had changed owners over the years but the business is still in operation.
The extensive use of horses created a need for a blacksmith in the village and in April        1912 Casper Schulte opened for business in his new blacksmith shop.  This was the groundwork for his son John, who joined his father in the business in 1932, to later develop the front mounted snow blower and conveyor type rock picker which would prove to be the mainstay of the business for years to come.  In 1964 the business was incorporated under the title of Schulte Welding & Machine Ltd. The company name was changed to Schulte Industries Ltd in 1972.  In 1990 they introduced rotary cutters

and they now manufacture a diverse line of equipment for the farm, industrial and commercial sectors of the economy.  Manufacturing continued to expand with  Koenders Manufacturing, which began in 1979.  The plastics division was sold in 1997 to new owners to become Koenders Mfg 1997 Ltd and the original owner retained the windmill division renamed Koenders Windmills Inc.
These industries will be a major part of the continuing growth and opportunities in the future of Englefeld.
